Associates and engineered by Akribis Engineering, L.L.C. began mid-September and was completed 
on Nov. 13. The store, featuring denim fashions from around the globe, is now open to the public. 

 
 Total Sports Therapy, a physical therapy office located on North Valley Parkway in Phoenix broke 

ground in August 2008. The 2,248 square foot building designed by Architect Ware Malcomb and 
engineered by Engineering Resource Group was completed on Dec. 8. 

 
 The Arizona Associated Surgery Center, located at 51st Avenue & Loop 101 in Glendale is a 2,626 

square foot colon and rectal surgery center housing three doctors. Designed by Deardorff, Pang & 
Weymiller Architects, Inc. and engineered by Petersons Associates Consulting Engineers, construction 
began on Aug. 1. The project was completed on Dec. 15. 

 
In addition, Sanctuary Builder recently completed and moved into a new 6,000 square foot space located in 
Tempe at 1403 W. 10th Place.
